FY2010 – One-Time Only Program Funding Opportunities

Funding from a small amount of cash reserves can now be committed to programming across each area and the state. The cash that has been saved for the following funding opportunities is to support current OSU Extension personnel, providing some monies for specific project resources. Those who use this funding are also to develop a plan for how each program will be sustained on its own in the long-term.

Funding will be allocated to the EERAs, signature programs, and innovative programs (via individuals/ teams) to truly make a difference and continue to maintain OSU Extension as a top extension system in the country.
Overall Guidelines:

1) Proposals for use of each fund are due by October 31, 2009.

2) Monies must be spent by June 30, 2010. No extensions will be given.
3) The proposal outline format is detailed on page two of these instructions.  The final proposal should not exceed a total of three pages in length.  Submit the final proposal as an e-mail attachment to Ken Martin (martin.1540@osu.edu) and he will distribute to the appropriate individual(s).
3) Conditions for use of all funds – funding may not be used to hire permanent staff. However, funding may be used to contract for limited services.
4) Any proposals involving human subjects research will need IRB approval before funding is released.
5) In the design of each funding proposal, include a well-defined evaluation plan. Work with Debby Lewis, Program Development and Evaluation, to ensure the evaluation component is appropriate.

Specific Guidelines:
Area Funding (Regional Director oversight)
Each area will be allocated a budget of $25,000 for FY10 to develop an interdisciplinary program that will have a major impact. Each area must match 50% of the funding (cash or in-kind). The programming selected should be a program that will make an immediate difference in the impacts OSU Extension can make in the area. Working as an area, and in consultation with the regional Directors and assistant directors, each EERA leader should bring together the area educators to determine the program needs of the area and select the one interdisciplinary program that can be implemented quickly and make that immediate difference. Areas may work together if they feel a program works across areas, but this is not a requirement. The EERA leaders will submit a proposal as outlined in the above guidelines. EERA leaders will be responsible for oversight of program implementation.

Signature Program Funding (Assistant Director oversight)
Each signature program will be allocated a budget of $15,000 to enhance the current offerings of the signature program. The signature program leaders and their teams will determine how these funds should be spent; again, these funds should be spent to make an immediate impact for our clients. Each signature program is encouraged to match the funds at 100% if possible (cash or in-kind). The assistant directors will be responsible for oversight of the funding for their relevant signature programs, but they may delegate to the team leader. Each signature program team will submit a proposal as outlined in the guidelines above.
Innovative Program Funding

This funding will support programs that are new and innovative. Five submissions will be selected by a committee of the assistant directors and the associate director, programs; and each selected submission will receive $5,000 for designing and implementing the program. Submit a proposal as outlined in the guidelines above.
