1. Quality of Extension educational program

2. Engagement with stakeholders/audience

3. Evidence of research base and evaluation plan or outcomes/impacts

4. Innovation in the use of technology or other tools/methods

ANREP conferences feature diverse natural resource topics, including wildlife, forestry, water quality, sustainability, youth, community involvement, etc. We are also seeking presentations that focus on emerging issues, including climate change and, energy and how Extension is dealing with programming under challenging budget times. Examples of interdisciplinary programming, collaborations with researchers or multi-state efforts are encouraged. We encourage educators and state specialists from all Cooperative Extension program areas to consider submitting an abstract.
